DIRECT SERVICES THAT WORK FOR YOU

COLLEGE DEBT
One of our disabled veterans could not maintain his quality of life due to $121,000
in student loan debt. We advocated and successfully got the debt forgiven by the
U.S. Department of Education. This fi nancial relief will help him focus on his health
and well-being.

SOCIAL SECURITY BENEFITS
A resident applied for disabled widow benefi ts and was approved in 2017. However, 
due to an administrative error, she still had not received her benefi ts in 2019. Our offi ce 
contacted the Social Security Administration about this and got more than $50,000 in 
benefi ts owed returned to her. 

HONORING OUR SERVICE MEN & WOMEN
A resident called us after he lost his father, who was a veteran. The family could not fi nd 
his discharge papers to have military honors at the funeral, which was a week away. Our 
offi ce was able to get ahold of the VA and expedited the inquiry for the discharge forms 
so that they could have the military honors his father deserved at the funeral.

Building Our Opportunities to Survive 
and Thrive (BOOST) Act (H.R. 3590)
The BOOST Act provides families with a tax credit 
up to $6,000 per year. According to the People’s 
Policy Project, this bill would cut the poverty rate 
in the U.S. by 45%1 and help more than 64 million 
children2 according to the Institute on Taxation and 
Economic Policy. The BOOST Act shows us how 
we can combat poverty by putting people before 
corporations. 

Restoring Unfairly Impaired Credit and 
Protecting Consumers Act (H.R. 3622)
Instead of debt being on your credit report for 
seven years, this bill would reduce it to only four 
years, which would help so many of our neighbors 
who are held back from economic opportunities. It 
would also prohibit medically-necessary debt from 
being placed on credit reports and provides tools 
to protect residents from identity theft and fraud. 

Opportunity Zones Repeal Act (H.R. 5252)
This bill would repeal opportunity zones, a tax 
giveaway for wealthy developers and political 
donors. Too many low-income communities meant 
to be helped by this tax code provision were 
intentionally left out in an effort to help billionaires. 
I will be proposing legislation using the savings 
from eliminating this wasteful tax giveaway to fund 
sustainable, affordable housing development that 
promotes housing trust funds and community land 
trusts that will ensure everyone is included. 

Preventing Credit Score Discrimination
in Auto Insurance Act (H.R. 1756)
When it comes to auto insurance, your credit score 
has nothing to do with how good of a driver you 
are—yet auto insurance companies use it to set 
sky-high rates. This practice discriminates against 
our working folks who may not have access to 
credit. That’s why I introduced this bill prohibiting 
the use of credit scores when setting auto 
insurance rates. 

Payee Anti-Fraud Act (H.R. 5214)
We’ve seen many of our retirees and seniors 
taken advantage of—enough is enough. This 
bipartisan legislation will fi ght back and hold 
unscrupulous caretakers who misuse retiree 
benefi ts accountable. 

Prohibit Auto Insurance Discrimination 
(PAID) Act (H.R. 3963)
According to a study by University of Michigan’s 
Poverty Solutions, insurance rates in Michigan push 
more of us into the cycle of poverty. Your gender, 
marital status, credit score, and occupation should 
not be used in determining eligibility or rates for 
auto insurance. It is a form of discrimination. This 
bill makes it unlawful for auto insurance providers 
to use a wide range of non-driving factors when 
determining eligibility or rates for auto insurance.

Tax Excessive CEO Pay Act (H.R. 5066)
Currently, wealthy CEOs and corporations are not 
paying their fair share in taxes while they make 
exorbitant pay. This is happening while many 
of their employees are forced to obtain public 
assistance because of low wages and unaffordable 
health care. This is unjust and simply wrong. This 
bill requires CEOs to pay their fair share in taxes 
when their salary is 50 times more than their own 
workers. 

Protecting Consumers from Market
Manipulation Act (H.R. 5180)
This bill prohibits large non-fi nancial companies 
from obtaining more than 5% of their revenue from 
fi nancial activity. The bill also limits ownership 
of commodities by commercial banks, repeals 
the authority that allows banks to make large 
equity investments in commercial companies, 
as recommended by the Federal Reserve, and 
requires the Federal Reserve and Financial Stability 
Oversight Council to conduct a study into the 
fi nancial stability and monetary policy implications 
of digital currencies.

Legislation that Works for All of Us

FIGHTING AGAINST POVERTY AND HARMFUL PRACTICES WATER IS A HUMAN RIGHT AND
WE DESERVE TO BREATHE CLEAN AIR

Federal Moratorium on Facial
Recognition Technology Act (H.R. 3875) 
This bill prohibits Federal funding from
being used for the purchase or use of facial 
recognition technology. This technology is fl awed 
and has been proven to discriminate against 
people of color.

No Biometric Barriers to Housing Act
(H.R. 4008)
This bill prohibits the use of biometric recognition 
technology and biometric data analysis in certain 
federally dwelling units and public housing. It also 
requires HUD to report to Congress on the use and 
impact of biometric recognition technology. 

PROTECTING OUR RIGHTS AND DEMOCRACY

Inquiring whether the House of Representatives should impeach Donald John Trump, 
President of the United States of America (H. Res. 257)
This resolution, introduced earlier in the year, calls for an impeachment inquiry into the actions of President 
Donald Trump.

Petroleum Coke Transparency and
Public Health Protection Act (H.R. 1675)
Petroleum coke is toxic and we can’t afford 
it to be openly stored near our waterways or 
neighborhoods, harming our environment and 
endangering our public health. This bill will require 
a study to be administered on the public health 
and environmental impacts of the production, 
transportation, storage, and use of pet coke. This is
an important step in moving toward classifying pet 
coke as a toxic substance. 

Standing Against Dirty Diplomacy
(SADD) Act (H.R. 2813)
This bill would end all U.S. taxpayer subsidies for 
overseas dirty energy projects that do not meet the 
climate safeguards set by former President Obama. 
Ending these subsidies for carbon-intensive dirty 
energy projects is crucial for making international 
progress in the fi ght against climate change. We 
deserve clean air.
